QUALIFICATIONS:
· Must be a current member of the National Association of Housing and Redevelopment Officials (NAHRO) and be in good standing with National NAHRO, Regional and State Chapters.
· Must have an active and positive working relationship with the State Chapter.

· Must have the ability and finances to travel to regional conferences (two per year) and national conferences (three per year).
RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Develop Agenda and Chair CR&D Committee Meetings
· Coordinate programs, agenda and projects related to the CR&D issues
· Disseminate CR&D Committee Meeting agendas to committee members prior to meeting and encourage committee members to attend
· Maintain records of attendance and meeting minutes
· Maintain current membership with State, Regional and National NAHRO
· Recommend, Develop and support programs to expand the participation of CR&D professionals in affordable housing, community development and economic development within the organization
· Provide input and assistance in developing conference sessions related to CR&D issues to help expand conference attendance
· Encourage open communication with CR&D Committee members via e-mail, conference calls, etc.
· Serve on Southwest Regional CR&D Committee in order to communicate State CR&D Committee issues and concerns, as well as serve on National Committees as needed or appointed
· Act as a resource to the State President
· Provide written CR&D Committee Reports at Chapter Board Meetings and Southwest Regional CR&D Committee Meetings to outline committee activities
Community Revitalization And Development Committee

The CR&D National Committee is comprised of regional and presidential appointees, and focuses on policy and program issues related to the affordable housing, community development and economic development needs of members.

The Committee meets at each of the three national conferences: Legislative (March), Summer (July) and National (October), where it addresses current policy issues and provides guidance to the Board of Governors on formal positions in areas of interest to the Committee. In addition, Committee members participate throughout the year in policy and program discussions, utilizing email as well as the CR&D listserv to interact with NAHRO staff and each other. This allows for immediate issues to be addressed and for the members to be able to update their regions on an ongoing basis.

In addition to participating at this level, members who serve on the National CR&D Committee shall have the following responsibilities:

· Provide National CR&D information to the Chapter and Regional officers for their regular meetings

· Provide input and assistance in developing conference sessions related to CR&D at the national, regional and chapter levels.

· Do outreach to community development professionals in their region to encourage participation and membership at the national level.

· Serve as a contact point for issues under the purview of the Committee that arise at the chapter and regional levels to be brought to the attention of the National Committee.

· Act as a key contact in the dissemination of critical legislative and regulatory information to members in areas under the purview of CR&D.

· Promote action at the agency, chapter and regional levels on national legislative and regulatory issues impacting members.

General areas on interest for the Committee have included affordable housing production and preservation, community revitalization efforts, economic development approaches, tax credits and other financing mechanisms. While many of these interests are broader than the programs within the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), the Committee tends to take a special interest in the programs administered by the Community Planning & Development (CPD) Department of HUD.
