QUALIFICATIONS:
· Must be a current member of the National Association of Housing and Redevelopment Officials (NAHRO) and be in good standing with National NAHRO, Regional and State Chapters.
· Must have an active and positive working relationship with the State Chapter.

· Must have the ability and finances to travel to regional conferences (two per year) and national conferences (three per year).
RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Serve to broaden the constituency.

· Support the goals and objectives of the association

· Support programs to expand the skills of the Commissioners to effectively discharge their responsibilities.

· Work with staff, leadership and membership at all levels of the association in fulfillment of these purposes.

· Facilitate group discussions

· Encourage open communication amongst Commissioners via e-mail, conference calls, etc.
Commissioners Committee
The National Commissioners Committee is comprised of Regional and Presidential appointees. The Committee supports the goals and objectives of NAGRO; supports programs to expand the skills of Commissioners to effectively discharge their responsibilities; works with staff, leadership and membership at all levels of the association to fulfill these purposes.

The Committee meets at each of the three National Conferences: Legislative (March); Summer (July) and National (October).

Through community leadership and advocacy, establish community partnerships, and maintain these relationships. Persuade community partners that their assistance and cooperation is essential for affordable housing and community development programs to continue. Commissioners perform public relation duties for the association and their agency. Commissioners should be able to effectively articulate the association's and their agency's accomplishments, programs, policies and future plans.

Through participation in National, State and Regional activities, Commissioners can expand their knowledge about NAGRO seminars and programs. Commissioners should communicate to appropriate staff and leadership what technical assistance and training is needed for Commissioners, and serve NAGRO through participation in association programs.

Members of the Commissioners Committee, like those of other standing committees, need to form a communication and support network among their colleagues, NAHRO staff, and other members in order to effectively discharge their duties, be fully informed, and receive the benefits of a membership organization.
