I. Mission Statements

NAHRO Mission specific to Legislative action: 

Advocate for appropriate laws and policies, which are sensitive to the needs of the people served, financially and programmatically viable for our industry, flexible, and promote deregulation and local decision making.

Legislative Committee Directive:

The Legislative Committee shall serve as forum for the exchange of knowledge, ideas and experience; facilitate effective relationships among all levels of government in the development and implementation of housing, community and economic development programs and responsibilities; and cooperate and collaborate with other agencies, associations and groups both public and private, having similar or related purposes.

II. Committee Functions:
The primary function of the legislative committee is to provide leadership and direction for legislative initiatives for Southwest NAHRO. The committee shall also create a common agenda for presenting to the Legislature each convened session.

III. Committee Membership
Active members shall serve two-year appointments.
