Nominating Committee Description
Not less than sixty (60) days prior to the annual convention of the Regional Council held in odd-numbered years, a Nominating Committee consisting of the Regional President, Immediate Past-President, the President (or designee) of each chartered NAHRO State Chapter within the region, and a representative elected from the Commissioners Committee, shall meet for the purpose of selecting one or more persons from the roles of active associate members in good standing as nominees for each office.

 
The Immediate Past-President of SWRC shall serve as Chair of the Nominating Committee.

Not less than thirty (30) days prior to the annual convention, the Secretary shall notify, through the means endorsed by the Board, each eligible voter of nominees selected by the Nominating Committee and that nomination may be made by the membership by petition bearing the name of the nominee and the signature of at least fifty (50) active associate members in good standing.

The 50 must include representation of at least two agency members from each of the states in the Region. The petition shall be received by the SWRC Secretary, who shall certify the petition, at least three (3) days prior to the annual convention.
