 A RESOLUTION REQUESTING CORRECTIONS TO FUTURE NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION PROGRAM (NSP) THRESHOLD REQUIREMENTS TO ALLOW FOR ACCESS BY AGENCIES OF ALL SIZES
WHEREAS, the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) was created under the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 and continued under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act to support state and local efforts to stabilize neighborhoods impacted by the foreclosure crisis; and

WHEREAS, the NSP regulations clearly state that Public Housing Agencies are considered non-profit entities for the purpose of the competition and may therefore apply directly to HUD for NSP funding; 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE SOUTHWEST REGIONAL COUNCIL OF THE NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF HOUSING AND REDEVLOPMENT OFFICIALS IS REQUESTING THAT THE DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT REMOVE THE FOLLOWING THRESHOLD REQUIREMENTS FROM FUTURE NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION PROGRAM FUNDING ANNOUNCEMENTS:
1. Amount:
To meet this requirement, the applicant’s grant request must be for no less than $5 million and must have the effect of either returning a minimum of 100 abandoned or foreclosed homes back to productive use or otherwise eliminating or mitigating their negative efforts on the stability of the target geography.

2. Demonstrated Organization Capacity:
As an indication that you have the ability to expend an NSP grant within the statutory deadlines, you must demonstrate that you have successfully carried out and completed activities eligible under this notice involving at least 75 units of housing within the 24-month period immediately preceding the date of this NOFA.
