Call to order. The meeting was called to order at 8:00 AM with 16 members present.
Awards forms handed out: The 2009 Awards Entry Forms were handed

New Business:  A discussion was held concerning the Awards Ceremony to be held in St. Louis in June.  Ideas by Chris Simpson, Donna Dunwoody and Shelli Scrogum were brought to the committee. 

A) To facilitate a shorter and smoother ceremony we could:

1) Continue to hold the awards ceremony at the luncheon.
2) Designate a group of tables for the award winners and their guests.
3) Line up groups of recipients, ready to accept their plaques.

4) If a winner is not present, no one needs to pick up their plaque. We will designate a place to pick up after the ceremony.
5) Rename “Certificate” winners “Honorable Mention”. Those receiving “Honorable Mention” will stand in place to receive.
6) Present the plaque and honorable mention winners together in each category.
7) The pictures of the Award winners will be taken as they receive the award. The Honorable Mentions will be taken after the ceremony.
8) If possible a “tie” is discouraged. It is better to have an “Award Winner” and an “Honorable Mention”.
9) The Awards Committee can write the “paragraph” to be read during the Awards Ceremony, which will be used in the script. If the committee group has time after completing their portion of the judging they can do it then. Or, those who can stay after the Saturday judging lunch, can do it then.
2) Evalene Tarlton made a motion, seconded by Peggy Steele, to nominate Betty Holt as a Lifetime Member of the SWRC of NAHRO and that the request be sent to the Member Services Committee.
