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Service Officer Report June, 2009
Membership Dues have continued to come in over the past few months and we have collected $65,014.56 or 123% of the dues budgeted.  As of June 22nd there are a total of 571 Agency Members, 23 CR&D Agencies and 64 Affiliate Members.
The Southwest NAHRO website has had over 1,830 visitors since February 2009.  The Leadership Manual has just been added and SWNAHRO Meeting information for the next year has been posted as well.  I would still appreciate your comments, suggestions, etc. as improvements are still being made.  
The Southwest NAHRO E-Newsletter, The Southwesterner, has continued to be published and emailed to the membership monthly.  This has proven to be a great way to keep members informed on meeting dates and current events.  I still would like to publish articles from the Standing Committee VP’s on a rotating basis, Housing & Member Services articles in the odd months and Professional Development, Commissioners and CR&D in the even months.  Those articles are due to me by the 10th day of each month.  Everyone is invited to send news worthy information to be published in the newsletter.
The Southwest NAHRO Annual Maintenance Workshop was held March 10 – 12, 2009 at DiamondJack Casino in Bossier City, LA.  There were 212 registered attendees and 14 exhibit booths.  The 2010 Southwest NAHRO Annual Maintenance Workshop is scheduled for February 9 -11, 2010 in Catoosa, Oklahoma at the Cherokee Casino & Resort.  
The August Transitional Meeting is scheduled for August 27 – 28, 2009 at the Renaissance Hotel in Oklahoma City.  Registration materials for this meeting were provided in the registration packet and can also be located on the website.
Southwest NAHRO’s 70th Annual Conference has been scheduled in Springdale, Arkansas at the Holiday Inn & Northwest Arkansas Convention Center, June 13 - 17, 2010.  Additional details will be forthcoming.
As of 6/22/09 there were 242 registered attendees for the 69th Annual Conference, 35 Vendor Booths with 51 vendor representatives, and 31 speakers, trainers and guests for total conference attendance of 324, an increase of 56 from last year.  In addition, there are 46 First Time Attendees!
