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TEXAS NAHRO STATE CHAPTER REPORT





Texas NAHRO held our Annual Conference & Tradeshow in Galveston, Texas, April 18 - 22, 2009.  We had 38 exhibit booths, approximately 300 attendees, and many trainers, speakers and special guests.  There were 54 training sessions offered, plus a one day Public Funds Investment Act Training, a one day Executive Director Training and the 1 ½ day NAHRO Commissioner Fundamentals Training.  





Galveston Island experienced a direct hit with Hurricane Ike last fall, leaving a vast amount of destruction in the area, four of GHA’s Public Housing Properties condemned by FEMA and two others severally damaged.  Texas NAHRO felt that it was important to continue with the planning for the annual conference in Galveston to show our united support to this devastated area.  A tour of Galveston Island, GHA properties and the hurricane recovery efforts was provided and the buses were packed.  It was amazing to see to heroic efforts of the Galveston people.  Prior to the conference TXNAHRO solicited furniture, clothing, and other household items for the employees of GHA who were affected by Hurricane Ike and still living in undesirable conditions.  This furniture drive was spearheaded by the Mitas Group and several trailer loads of items were delivered to the GHA employees on the first day of the conference.  





Texas NAHRO was honored to have National NAHRO President Renee Rooker and Southwest NAHRO President Donna Dunwoody attend our conference and address our attendees.  





Texas NAHRO has held 4 Certification Trainings so far this year and we have 4 additional Certifications currently scheduled.  Additional trainings are being negotiated for the 4th quarter of 2009 at this time.
